IF A PAR 3 COURSE IS UNAVAILABLE, COMPETITION WILL BE HELD AT A REGULATION

COURSE, WITH PLAY BEGINNING AT THE 150/ 100 YARD MARKERS.

INTERMEDIATE AND ADVANCED PLAYERS WILL COMPETE AT A REGULATION COURSE.
INTERMEDIATE PLAYERS WILL TEE FROM THE “RED” TEES.

ADVANCED PLAYERS WILL TEE FROM THE “WHITE” TEES.

PLEASE NOTE: IF YOU ARE NOT SATISFIED WITH YOUR PRESENT EVALUATED STATUS,
REMEMBER - “IT IS BETTER TO BE THE BEST PLAYER AT THE LOWER LEVEL THAN THE
WORST PLAYER AT THE HIGHER LEVEL.”
YOU WILL BE EVALUATED AT EACH COMPETITION
IT WILL BE POSSIBLE TO MOVE “UP” or “DOWN” IN CLASS.
